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Overview

The Camp. . .Camp Mattatuck is in Plymouth, CT. Established in 1939, the camp has
500 acres of land that is home to approximately 2,000 scouts a summer, spreadweeka 6
period. This includes a Cub Scout Day Camp aR@sident Boy Scout Camp. Th&0D Boy
Scouts stay in 2 man wall tents, sleep on beds with mattresses and have 3 square meals served
daily in the Dining Hall. The camipasits own privatelake for swimming fishingand boating

The Staff. . . The Boy Scout staff, of which there are 55, are chosen by Connecticut
Rivers Council and are highly skilled and trained. The Boy Scouts of America traln department
directors, as well as the Camp Director, at their National Camping Schools.

Tuesday Night Meeting . . There is a preamp planning meeting held at camj
the Tuesday night before your troop's week, 7:30 PM in the Dining Hall. It's
exceptionallyimportant that your unit havies summer camp Scoutrsizr and
Senior Patrol Leader there to plan your week's program with our staff. This way we can be
prepared for you when you arrive. A suggestion might be to bring last years program if you still
have it as a reminder of what did and didnot

Checkin . . .Checkin starts at 12:45 PM Sunday. Located in the Pine Grove near the
north side of the parking lot will be a tree with your troomber on it. This is where yowiill
meet with your unitOur Staff Guidewill be waiting there for you Troops will wait there until
all scouts and their Staff Guide are present. This will cut down on the confusion. Before going to
the campsite, the leadmust see the Business Manager, he will be sitting at a picnic table in
front of the Pine Grove, and you will need:

1. An accurate number of scouts and adults in camp.

2. Any changes to the roster handed in on Tuesday including rotation of leaders.

3. Receipts of any previous payments.

4. Any balance due, preferably inonecheckmade out t o AConnect i (
Council o.
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Sunday Afternoon . . After being guidedo the campsitescouts get into their swim
trunks and geready for chechkn. They walk down to the Dining Hall porch, with Medical
Forms(signed by a doctor and a parent within the last year) in tueiradmedical recheck by the
Camp Nurse.Remember, beginning January 1. 2010, everyone must have an arysiedlph
and use the new BSA Medical FarrAt this timeall medication must be turnedto the nurse
to dispense along with the Troop Medication form (see attached) listing all medications for
scouts and adults. After the medical recheck, it's down té/dterfront for a boating talk, and

then a swim check. This checkyveoing100 yardsonsistsob Jump i nt o t he water
then swim 100 yards continuously in a strong mannigh 75 yards on your stomach or side and
25 yards on your backinates ng manner .

who wish to go in or on the watekt 4:30 PM the unit leader and Senior Patrol Leader have a
meeting with the Camp Director and Program Director in the Dining HaNill last about 30
minutes.5:50 is flag lowering, followed by dinner at 6:00 with everyone in uniform of course.
After dinner is the merit badge sigip for scouts to talk with their counselors. That evening
there is a campfire, which all troops must attend, sponsoreceIstdfi to introduce themselves
and to get the scouts acquainted with camp. Just prior to the campfirerisrdation for the
Archery and Rifle ranges.

A Typical Day. . . The morning starts out with reveille at 7:00 AM, flagsingis at
7:50, with breakfast at 8:00. During the morning, the troops attend various activities (see
program section); Nature hikes, Scoutcraft skill sessions, Archery and Rifle ranges where they
learn how to shoot safely. Also during the mornsgstructional swimming and boating where
every scout can improve their skills or learn new o@dder scouts might find the mountain
bikes or the weeklong PROJECT COPE program more to their liking. Newer scowtsr&an
on the Outdoor skill requirementor Tenderfoot, Second Class and First Cl@d¢ghis time the
Camp Commissioner is inspecting the campsites and rates them on how clean, neat and safe they
are. Lunch is at 12:30 PM followed by more activities including merit badges that run
throughou theafternoon.

From 4:00i 5:00 there is open swimmirandboating a time for cooling off and fun.
Sailboats are available all morning and afternoon, especially if adult leaders want to try their
sailing skills; also available are kayaks andyaksfor qualified individuals. Open shoot at the
archery and rifle ranges with open climbing at the climibavger (13 and over) and mountain
biking (13 and over) are just some of the activities going on now to help everyone have fun.
5:50 is flag loweringfollowed by dinner at 6:00 with everyonetheir scoutuuniform of course.
After dinner, troops enjoy free time and can do things like water polo, open boating, volleyball,
the climbingtower, softball,Frisbeetroop campfires, etc.

Sunday Night Campfires . . Starting at 7:30pm in the amphitheater, our Archery and
Rifle staffs will give short orientations for both ranges followed by the whole staff in a campfire.
Our Sunay campwide campfires are designed to introduce the scouts to the Camp Mattatuck
Staff. Each department performs a skit and introduces thems@&egaseen these crazy, but
uniqueskits the songs and cheers are sung loud and strong. This helps epeugigeouts for
the week ahead. Atthe end, after things have slowed down, our Camp Director reminds us that
we are all scouts and can still be reverent and respectful after all the excitement has had its place.
Prayer Bell is at 9:3pm and Lights Outsi 9:45.

Parents Night. . .Wednesday night is Parent's Night. Because camp and unit
programming is going on other times during the week, we ask that visitors and parents only
come up on Wednesday night. Parents are invitediine ugany timeafter 5:00 PM. Picnic
tables are available in the Picnic Grove on a first creeserve basis. Scouts can eat with
their parents at these tables, but there is only enough room in the dining hall foascdouts
leadersspending the eek. Afterward at 8:00, the scouts and staff put canap widecampfire
for the parents. Come up and join in on the fun, singing, cheers, stunts, and skits. You never
know what lunacy the scouts and staff might be up toR e me noo'e never toovoltb
embarrass yourseif.

Troop Campfires . . At each site there is an area provided for Troop Campfires. For any
troop campfire our staff is always willing to visit your site and join in with your program.
Maybe your scoutsauld invite their favorite staff members up for a campfire. It is our hope that
scouts will cherish the times spent in the company of good friends.
